The tub should be set in
place (do not handle whirlpool by piping) while compound is still soft so that the compound will
conform to the tub bottom. Tub should be worked down into compound so the lip of the tub just
makes contact with finished deck surface or support stringers. It may be necessary to partially
fill tub with water to aid in properly setting the tub.
