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How to Install Faucet Assembly

1. Remove (2) flanges from cartridge holders and (1) flange nut from spout

holder or waterway.

From underneath sink, insert waterway assembly up through sink faucet
drillings. From topside, thread flange onto center body. (See Figure 1.) Add
washer and sleeve. Insert spout assembly into sleeve and tighten spout nut.
Begin to unscrew flange until washer is flattened against bottom of sleeve.

. Topside, thread flanges to faucet shanks and

align faucet.

. From underneath, tighten (2) faucet locknuts.
. Install handles (see Figure 2).

. Connect faucet shanks to hot and cold water

supply tubes. Thread coupling nut onto faucet
shanks and tighten with wrench.

. FLUSH WATER LINES to remove dirt and sed-

iment from water line. Turn on water supply.
Unscrew aerator from spout. Turn on HOT and
COLD water (together) for two minutes. Turn
off. Replace aerator.

SPOUT ASSEMBLY
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. Insert handle over cartridge stem. Cartridge rotation should be clockwise for

hot and counterclockwise for cold, except for Option A. Option A both car-

tridges are clockwise.

. Secure handle screw.

. Insert plug button if applicable.
